 3.  Official high school transcript received from 
 the school counselor or other designated 
 school official 

 4.  Two (2) letters of recommendation from a 
 teacher, coach, pastor, employer, youth 
 leader, etc.

 Completed applications and all requested documentation must be submitted to  ScholarshipJARC@gmail.com  no 
 later than  May 1, 2023  ,  to be considered.  Incomplete  applications will not be considered. Those selected as 
 scholarship award recipients may be recognized by a JARC committee member at their school’s Senior Awards 
 ceremony. 
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
